Automatic Door Proposal. Librarian Bryant reported that she has received one bid, which does not include electricity, in the amount of $4,968.00 from TeeJay Service Company. Board asked her to solicit a second bid locally which would include electricity and the new doors. The Live and Learn Grant might be available for this project .


Water and Sewer Bill from Village of Pecatonica. Attorney consulted says the Library is obligated to pay. Village has offered and adjustment of a 25% discount and two years to pay. Trustee Arenson stated and Trustee Peterson seconded a motion to add $100.00 to each monthly bill payment for 13 months until the arrears amount of $1300.00 is paid. Motion carried with 4 ayes and 0 nays.


First reading of Proposed Fiscal Year 2020-2021 Budget. Trustees discussed proposed budget and suggested changes which included adding a separate line item for computers.

Librarian reported that the Memorial Crooked River Race raised approximately $4000.00. There were 200 participants signed up. Thanks go to Fred, who will do it again next year. 


Historical Society will sponsor a Civil War Event @ the Library on August 10th which will display the muster document which identifies Pecatonica participants.
