Meeting Minutes 
Wednesday, April 15, 2026
  
1. Call to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm by President Lori Peterson. In attendance were trustees Arenson, Salamon, Stites, Munson, Assistant Director Bazarek, and Director Bryant.

2. Minutes of March 17, 2026 Meeting
Motion by Trustee Munson to accept minutes, seconded by Trustee Salamon. Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.

3. Librarian’s Report
Motion by Trustee Stites, seconded by Trustee Munson, to approve the Librarian’s report. Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.

4. Financial Report
Motion by Trustee Stites, seconded by Trustee Munson, to approve the Financial report. Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.

5. Call to Public
There were no members of the public present.

6. Unfinished Business
a. Discuss/Vote on bid to replace storage court lighting - Director Bryant reported that she has not received any additional bids. Will revisit at next meeting.
b. Discuss/Vote on time card system - Director Bryant has had no response from the Jibble software vendor. She will look into alternate platforms.
c. Update on computer purchase - All ordered computers have been delivered to the library. IT needs to set up computers, which should occur in the coming weeks.

7. New Business
a. Review/Vote on payroll budget - Director Bryant noted several details that were considered when drafting the payroll budget, particularly due to needing additional coverage after an employee left. The board will discuss further during closed session.
b. Elect Board Officers - This will be tabled until next month when all board members are present.
c. Vote on Non-Resident Card Fees - Fees are $100 for non-residents or $50 for ages 65 or older. Motion by Trustee Arenson, seconded by Trustee Munson, to keep fees the same. Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.
d. Distribution of Director Evaluation Sheets - This will be discussed during closed session.
e. Review and Approve AFR - The library’s accountant completed the report, correcting errors from previous years. This needs to be signed and notarized, which will be completed by Trustee Salamon. Motion by Trustee Munson, seconded by Trustee Stites, to approve the AFR. Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.
f. Discuss Shelving Costs and Need for Space - Director Bryant got a quote for $8000 for one new set of industrial shelving. Director Bryant came up with a solution to rearrange current shelving to make better use of resources and look into purchasing resale shelving or have someone make cost-effective shelving.
g. Discuss Village Grant, Possible Rotary and Security Grants - The village grant is from slot machine funds and distributed by the economic development council. Director Bryant submitted an application to the EDC and will present at their next meeting. Rotary ask has been submitted and Director Bryant is waiting to hear back. The security grant is issued by the state of Illinois; Director Bryant requested  outdoor lighting and a security camera for the parking lot, for a total of $97,000.
h. Discuss/Vote on Sign for Children’s Area - The library received a donation from Douglas Clark totaling just under $5,000 from the Martha Clark Memorial Fund. Motion by Trustee Arenson, seconded by Trustee Munson, to purchase and install a plaque memorializing Martha Clark. Motion passed by unanimous voice vote.
i. Update on Digital Reel/Ancestry.com - The current vendor cost to provide digital film is $2200 per year. Newspapers.com (same site as ancestry.com) proposed to digitize all of the library’s microfilm newspapers at no cost, add to their collection, and store onsite at the library.

8. Closed/Executive session to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the public body (5ILCS 120/2(1))
The board went into closed session at 7:39 pm.

9. Reconvene in open session
The board reconvened in open session at 8:06 pm. There were no decisions made during closed session requiring a vote.

10. Adjournment
Motion by Trustee Arenson, seconded by Trustee Munson to adjourn meeting. Meeting adjourned at 8:17 pm.
